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PRE-INSTALLATION CHECKS 

INSTALLATION

Ensure battery is disconnected.

Assemble the brackets as shown.

Insert the brackets into the front channel of the roof 
rack and slide either end.

The distance between the brackets and the end caps 
(as indicated by the arrows) should be 20mm in order 
to mount the Linear 36 central.

For vehicles where it is not possible 
to locate a 12V high beam signal (at 
the back of the highbeam trigger), 
it will be necessary to take the high 
beam signal from the vehicle’s CAN 
system.  For vehicle specific CAN 
instructions, please download the 
“CANM8 Cannect” App. 

Drill a 10mm hole near the roof rack in the roof for 
cable entry (this will require the vehicles headlining to 
be dropped - check for air-bag before drillingcheck for air-bag before drilling). 
Remove the plug from the lamp cable feed through 
the cable entry hole (be sure to use the supplied 
grommet and seal with sealant).

Alternatively, it may be possible to run the cable up 
the outside of the ‘A’ pillar or windscreen, without 
having to drill a hole. If this is the case, route the cable 
as desired and plug the lamp in (be sure to secure any 
cables).

If you have drilled a hole for cable entry, route the 
wiring kit cables through the engine bay into the 
vehicle (via the vehicles cable grommet) and up the 
‘A’ Pillar. 

The connection of the wiring kit and lamp can be 
connected within the headlining of the vehicle.

If you did not drill a cable entry hole, please ignore this 
step.

WIRING - WITH SWITCH

Install the relay from 
the wiring harness and 
connect the live and 
earth.

Route Switch cable (Will need to remove switch 
temporary) and light bar cable through the 
grommet and reinstall grommet.

Find a suitable location for switch mounting, then 
drill 20mm hole. Re-connect crimp terminals to 
switch.

If you have drilled a hole for cable entry, route the 
wiring kit cables) up the ‘A’ Pillar. 

The connection of the wiring kit and lamp can be 
connected within the headlining of the vehicle.

If you did not drill a cable entry hole, please ignore this 
step.

Drill a 10mm hole near the roof rack in the roof for 
cable entry (this will require the vehicles headlining to 
be dropped - check for air-bag before drillingcheck for air-bag before drilling). 
Remove the plug from the lamp cable feed through 
the cable entry hole (be sure to use the supplied 
grommet and seal with sealant).
